e High School Senior attending an Indian River Area High School

e Proof of Enroliment full-time at an accredited institution or trade school. Minimum of
12 credits per semester at a college or University

e Pursuing an undergraduate degree or certificate

e Be available for a personal interview if necessary

e Typed a 100-word essay on how your spiritual life and involvement at GLOW
connected to the community

e Student must participate in a minimum of 6 hours of community service. This could
include participation at the GLOW, Indian River Christmas, Summerfest, or other
Community activities

e Submit a completed typed application and two letters of recommendation by May 1st.
